City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting Minutes

[bookmark: _Hlk97894104]The Mayor and City Council for the City of Weaver, Alabama, met for a regular scheduled Council Meeting on Tuesday, May 14, 2024, at 5:00 p.m. in the Municipal Courtroom at Weaver City Hall, 500 Anniston Street, Weaver, Alabama.

1. Call to Order – Mayor Jeff Clendenning called the council meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

2. Invocation – Councilmember Tim McRae gave the invocation.

3. Pledge of Allegiance – Mayor Jeff Clendenning led the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

4. Roll Call – At the direction of Mayor Jeff Clendenning, City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone, acting as secretary for the council meeting, called the roll.  The following councilmembers were found to be present: Councilmember Clint Burns, Councilmember Tim McRae, Councilmember Cathy Hamby, Mayor Pro Tempore Nick Bowles, and Councilmember Terri Summerlin.  The following were absent:  None.  With a quorum present, the meeting was open for the transaction of business.

5. Adoption of Agenda
a. City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting – Tuesday, May 14, 2024 – Mayor Clendenning announced that the council had been provided with a copy of the agenda and requested a motion.  Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Hamby, to adopt the agenda for the Tuesday, May 14, 2024, regular scheduled city council meeting as presented.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.
b. Introduction of Elected Officials and Special Guests – There were none to be introduced.

6. Adoption of Previous Meeting Minutes
a. [bookmark: _Hlk12865432][bookmark: _Hlk38274454][bookmark: _Hlk161232116]City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting – Tuesday, April 23, 2024 – Mayor Clendenning announced that the council had been provided with a copy of the minutes and requested a motion.  Councilmember McRae made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Summerlin, to dispense with the reading of and adopt the minutes as written for the Tuesday, April 23, 2024, regular scheduled city council meeting.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.

7. Department Reports
a. Public Works Department – Director Jonathan Ingram – Director Ingram reported the following:
i. The City of Gardendale, Alabama, made an offer to purchase the leaf vacuum for $65,000.
ii. Representatives from Spire are presenting the Silver Shovel Award to the public works department.
b. Police Department – Chief Wayne Bush – Chief Bush had nothing to report.
c. Fire Department/Code Enforcement – Chief Brian Bunn – Chief Bunn reported the following:
i. He met with a representative from AMIC for the city’s risk assessment facilities check, and he is working on some issues indicated by the representative.
ii. The city’s participation in the new triage program offered by MRM will give the city a discount towards workers compensation insurance.  The council requested to have a representative at a meeting to discuss the program.
d. Administrative Department – City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone – Mrs. Whetstone had nothing to report.

8. Council Reports
a. Councilmember Clint Burns – Councilmember Burns had nothing to report.
b. Councilmember Tim McRae – Councilmember McRae reminded everyone about the festivities in the park on May 18 for the AL2LA walk by Robert Luna.
c. Councilmember Cathy Hamby – Councilmember Hamby had nothing to report.
d. Mayor Pro Tempore Nick Bowles – Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles had nothing to report.
e. Councilmember Terri Summerlin – Councilmember Summerlin had nothing to report.

9. Old Business
a. Proposals for Demolition Management Services for the City of Weaver CDBG Demolition Project#LR-CE-PF-19-010 – Mayor Clendenning informed the council that the public hearing to open the proposal was held at 4:00 p.m., and there was only one by a company called Sentell.  The representative with East Alabama Regional Planning and Development Commission will reach out to Sentell with the terms and inform the city of their decision to accept or reject. 
b. Certificate of Deposit (CD) Investment with Investar Bank – 3rd Quarter – Mayor Clendenning requested to invest $250,000 from the city’s general fund savings account, the same as the two (2) previous quarters, and he asked the wishes of the council.  Councilmember McRae made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Burns, to authorize Mayor Clendenning to invest $250,000 from the city’s general fund savings account with Investar Bank for twelve (12) months at 4.10% with a 4.18% APY, with Mayor Jeff Clendenning, Mayor Pro Tempore Nick Bowles, and City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone as signatories.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.
c. Resolution#2024-04 – Amending Resolution#2023-11 – Authorizing the Surplus of Certain Public Works Department Equipment – Director Ingram introduced the resolution that amends the original resolution and allows the director to sell the leaf vacuum to the City of Gardendale, Alabama, for $65,000.  Mayor Clendenning asked the wishes of the council.  Councilmember Burns made a motion, seconded by Councilmember McRae, to adopt Resolution#2024-04.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.
d. Resolution#2024-05 – Authorizing the Lease Purchase of a 2024 Dodge Durango with Light and Equipment Package for the Weaver Police Department – Chief Bush introduced the resolution that allows for the 2024-2025 fiscal year purchase of the named vehicle that will be utilized as the K-9 unit.  He provided two (2) financing options of 48 months or 60 months, and he recommended the latter.  Mayor Clendenning asked the wishes of the council.  Councilmember McRae made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Summerlin, to adopt Resolution#2024-05 for the lease purchase finance option of 60 months.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.


10. New Business
a. Jeff Wilcox and David Forbus of Spire – Silver Shovel Award Presentation – Jeff Wilcox of Spire presented Director Ingram, Anthony Butler, and Frank Christian of the public works department with the Silver Shovel Award and commended them for their diligence in not damaging gas lines when they dig.
b. Senate Bill 291 – Alabama Municipal Official Training Act – Mayor Clendenning explained that beginning January 2025, elected municipal officials will be required to complete training following their new terms into office.

11. Mayor’s Report – Mayor Jeff Clendenning – Mayor Clendenning reported the following:
a. Street paving could possibly begin Friday.
b. Robert Luna of the AL2LA walk is beginning at Elwell Park on May 18 at 10:00 a.m. to raise awareness for mental health.

12. Public Comments
a. An attendee requested the city fix ditches before paving the roads.
b. Mike Warren reported that he attended the TAB meeting and informed the council that there is a bus currently out of commission.  He also informed the council that the Lion’s Club has begun work on Heritage Day, and they are expecting 80-100 vendors this September.

13. Adjournment – Mayor Clendenning announced there was no further business before the council and requested a motion to adjourn.  Councilmember Burns made a motion, seconded by Councilmember McRae, and with all in favor, the meeting was duly adjourned.
