[bookmark: _Hlk97894104]The Mayor and City Council for the City of Weaver, Alabama, met for a regular scheduled Council Meeting on Tuesday, June 11, 2024, at 5:00 p.m. in the Municipal Courtroom at Weaver City Hall, 500 Anniston Street, Weaver, Alabama.

1. Call to Order – Mayor Jeff Clendenning called the council meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

2. Invocation – Mayor Jeff Clendenning gave the invocation.

3. Pledge of Allegiance – Mayor Jeff Clendenning led the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

4. Roll Call – At the direction of Mayor Jeff Clendenning, City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone, acting as secretary for the council meeting, called the roll.  The following councilmembers were found to be present: Councilmember Clint Burns, Councilmember Tim McRae, Councilmember Cathy Hamby, and Mayor Pro Tempore Nick Bowles.  The following were absent:  Councilmember Terri Summerlin.  With a quorum present, the meeting was open for the transaction of business.

5. Adoption of Agenda
a. City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting – Tuesday, June 11, 2024 – Mayor Clendenning announced that the council had been provided with a copy of the agenda and requested a motion.  Councilmember Burns made a motion, seconded by Councilmember McRae, to adopt the agenda for the Tuesday, June 11, 2024, regular scheduled city council meeting as presented.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.

6. Adoption of Previous Meeting Minutes
a. [bookmark: _Hlk12865432][bookmark: _Hlk38274454][bookmark: _Hlk161232116]City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting – Tuesday, May 28, 2024 – Mayor Clendenning announced that the council had been provided with a copy of the minutes and requested a motion.  Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles made a motion, seconded by Councilmember McRae, to dispense with the reading of and adopt the minutes as written for the Tuesday, May 28, 2024, regular scheduled city council meeting.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.

7. Department Reports
a. Public Works Department – Director Jonathan Ingram – Director Ingram reported that he was informed by Chuck Chitwood of Canyon Engineering that, due to delays, the cost of the water projects has increased by approximately 42% because of steel prices.
b. Police Department – Chief Wayne Bush – Chief Bush reported that officer Dreu Sams has submitted his resignation, effective June 17, 2024.
c. Fire Department/Code Enforcement – Chief Brian Bunn – Chief Bunn had nothing to report.
d. Administrative Department – City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone – Mrs. Whetstone had nothing to report.

8. Council Reports
a. Councilmember Clint Burns – Councilmember Burns had nothing to report.
b. Councilmember Tim McRae – Councilmember McRae had nothing to report.
c. Councilmember Cathy Hamby – Councilmember Hamby had nothing to report.
d. Mayor Pro Tempore Nick Bowles – Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles had nothing to report.
e. Councilmember Terri Summerlin – Councilmember Summerlin was absent.

9. Old Business
a. Resolution#2024-07 – Authorizing the Purchase of Two (2) 2024 Dodge Ram 1500 Quad Cab Classic 4x2 Trucks for the Public Works Department – Mayor Clendenning informed the council that the resolution will allow Director Ingram to purchase two (2) trucks with the funds received from the sale of the leaf vacuum, and he asked the wishes of the council.  Councilmember Burns made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Hamby, to approve the resolution.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.
b. Ordinance#2024-04 – Amending Chapter 6, Article II of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Weaver Governing the Game of Bingo Within the City and Police Jurisdiction – Mayor Clendenning informed the council that this change was requested by representatives of an organization who intend to operate a bingo hall, and the changes will more closely reflect Calhoun County requirements; he introduced Jessica Hinton of the Walter Wellborn Benefit Fund, and she explained further.  Mayor Clendenning asked the wishes of the council.  Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles made a motion, seconded by Councilmember McRae, to set aside the rules and allow for immediate consideration of the ordinance.  Upon roll-call vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Councilmember Burns-Aye, Councilmember McRae-Aye, Councilmember Hamby-Aye, Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles-Aye, and Mayor Clendenning-Aye.  The motion unanimously carried, and the ordinance was on the table for immediate consideration.  Once again, Mayor Clendenning asked the wishes of the council.  Councilmember McRae made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Burns, to adopt the ordinance.  Upon roll-call vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Councilmember Burns-Aye, Councilmember McRae-Aye, Councilmember Hamby-Aye, Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles-Aye, and Mayor Clendenning-Aye.  The motion unanimously carried.

10. New Business
a. Right-of-Way Maintenance – Mayor Clendenning informed the council that he plans to sign agreements with Calhoun County to, for the cost of labor and chemicals (approximately $1,500), cut back overgrown foliage from the trail and roadways and to spray herbicides twice annually beginning this fall.
b. Handicap Ramps at City Hall – Mayor Clendenning provided two (2) quotes to the council for cutting more ramps on the sidewalks at City Hall and widening the driveways.  The council had no objections to paying up to $17,222 from gas tax funds or reserve funds to complete the upgrades. 

11. Mayor’s Report – Mayor Jeff Clendenning – Mayor Clendenning reported the following:
a. Street paving could begin next Monday or the following week.
b. He has been offered a donation of books and shelves to establish a small library he would like to implement at the meeting center.  The council had no objections.

12. Public Comments
a. Mike Warren informed the council he attended the TAB meeting, and there was nothing of note to report.

13. Adjournment – Mayor Clendenning announced there was no further business before the council and requested a motion to adjourn.  Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Hamby, and with all in favor, the meeting was duly adjourned.
