1. Call to Order – Mayor Jeff Clendenning called the council meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

2. Invocation – Mayor Jeff Clendenning gave the invocation.

3. Pledge of Allegiance – Mayor Jeff Clendenning led the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

4. Roll Call – At the direction of Mayor Jeff Clendenning, City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone, acting as secretary for the council meeting, called the roll.  The following councilmembers were found to be present: Councilmember Clint Burns, Councilmember Tim McRae, Councilmember Cathy Hamby, and Mayor Pro Tempore Nick Bowles.  The following were absent:  Councilmember Terri Summerlin.  With a quorum present, the meeting was open for the transaction of business.

5. Adoption of Agenda
a. City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting – Tuesday, June 25, 2024 – Mayor Clendenning announced that the council had been provided with a copy of the agenda and requested a motion.  Councilmember Burns made a motion, seconded by Councilmember McRae, to adopt the agenda for the Tuesday, June 25, 2024, regular scheduled city council meeting as presented.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.

6. Adoption of Previous Meeting Minutes
a. 7. Department Reports
a. Public Works Department – Director Jonathan Ingram – Director Ingram reported that the CCR is complete and posted and distributed as required.
b. Police Department – Chief Wayne Bush – Chief Bush reported that Jessica Hinton completed the application to open a bingo hall and requested to hold a public hearing Tuesday, July 9, prior to the city council meeting.
c. Fire Department/Code Enforcement – Chief Brian Bunn – Chief Bunn provided flyers to inform the council of a fundraiser on Saturday, July 13, to benefit the volunteer fire department.
d. Administrative Department – City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone – Mrs. Whetstone had nothing to report.


8. Council Reports
a. Councilmember Clint Burns – Councilmember Burns had nothing to report.
b. Councilmember Tim McRae – Councilmember McRae had nothing to report.
c. Councilmember Cathy Hamby – Councilmember Hamby noted that the Weaver Baseball for Youth Park is owned by Calhoun County Board of Education, and complaints about the park should be addressed by them.
d. Mayor Pro Tempore Nick Bowles – Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Burns, to close city offices and allow city employees an extra day off on Friday, July 5, following the Thursday, July Fourth holiday.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.
e. Councilmember Terri Summerlin – Councilmember Summerlin was absent.

9. Old Business
a. Kendra Harrington, Millennium Risk Managers Director of Marketing-Public Entity Division – Triage Program – Ms. Harrington presented an overview of the program to the council in the work session, and they all agreed it is an administrative decision that will benefit the city.
