[bookmark: _Hlk97894104][bookmark: _Hlk172812279]The Mayor and City Council for the City of Weaver, Alabama, met for a regular scheduled Council Meeting on Tuesday, August 27, 2024, at 5:00 p.m. in the Municipal Courtroom at Weaver City Hall, 500 Anniston Street, Weaver, Alabama.

1. Call to Order – Mayor Jeff Clendenning called the council meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

2. Invocation – Mayor Jeff Clendenning gave the invocation.

3. Pledge of Allegiance – Mayor Jeff Clendenning led the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

4. Roll Call – At the direction of Mayor Jeff Clendenning, City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone, acting as secretary for the council meeting, called the roll.  The following councilmembers were found to be present:  Councilmember Clint Burns, Councilmember Tim McRae, and Mayor Pro Tempore Nick Bowles.  The following were absent:  Councilmember Cathy Hamby and Councilmember Terri Summerlin.  With a quorum present, the meeting was open for the transaction of business.

5. Adoption of Agenda
a. City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting – Tuesday, August 27, 2024 – Mayor Clendenning announced that the council had been provided with a copy of the agenda and requested a motion.  Councilmember McRae made a motion, seconded by Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles, to adopt the agenda as presented for the Tuesday, August 27, 2024, regular scheduled city council meeting.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.

6. Adoption of Previous Meeting Minutes
a. [bookmark: _Hlk12865432][bookmark: _Hlk38274454][bookmark: _Hlk161232116]City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting – Tuesday, August 13, 2024 – Mayor Clendenning announced that the council had been provided with a copy of the minutes and requested a motion.  Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles made a motion, seconded by Councilmember McRae, to dispense with the reading of and adopt the minutes as written for the Tuesday, August 13, 2024, regular scheduled city council meeting.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.

7. Department Reports
a. Public Works Department – Director Jonathan Ingram – Director Ingram reported that he hired a new employee.
b. Police Department – Chief Wayne Bush – Chief Bush had nothing to report.
c. Fire Department/Code Enforcement – Chief Brian Bunn – Chief Bunn had nothing to report.
d. Administrative Department – City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone – Mrs. Whetstone had nothing to report.

8. Council Reports
a. Councilmember Clint Burns – Councilmember Burns had nothing to report.
b. Councilmember Tim McRae – Councilmember McRae inquired about the fire truck radiator repair.  Chief Bunn reported that he anticipates the repair to be completed, and the truck returned before the end of the week.  Mayor Clendenning proposed purchasing a new fire engine once the fire station loan is paid off.
c. Councilmember Cathy Hamby – Councilmember Hamby was absent.
d. Mayor Pro Tempore Nick Bowles – Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles had nothing to report.
e. Councilmember Terri Summerlin – Councilmember Summerlin was absent.

9. Old Business
a. Shelby Peterson of East Alabama Regional Planning and Development Commission – Comprehensive Plan – Ms. Peterson presented the final draft of the plan for review by the city council.  She will attend the next council meeting to accept changes, and she will hold a public hearing once the council approves the draft.
b. PFAS Settlement – Mayor Clendenning informed the council that another class action lawsuit for PFAS contamination has been filed; however, all the attorneys working on behalf of the city recommend opting out, therefore, he will opt out on behalf of the city.

10. New Business
a. Resolution#2024-09 – Adopting a Transportation Plan Pursuant to the Rebuild Alabama Act#2019-2 – Mayor Clendenning explained that this is the usual annual resolution the city must adopt to set out plans for the money received into the Rebuild Alabama fund, and he asked the wishes of the council.  Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Burns, to adopt the resolution.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.
b. Budget – FY 2025 – Mayor Clendenning announced that the council was provided with a draft of the budget for fiscal year 2025 to review.
c. Tree Workshop – Mayor Clendenning informed the council that the county commission is donating twenty-five (25) trees to the city, and he instructed Director Ingram to send one of his employees to accept the donation.
d. Easement – Mayor Clendenning informed the council that the city owns one (1) acre of land off Blarney Drive that has a driveway going through it to access the property behind it, and because the property behind it is being sold, the owners need the city to grant easement.  The city property cannot be sold since there is a six (6) inch water main running through it, so he requested that the council give him permission to sign the easement documents when they are complete.  Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Burns, to allow Mayor Clendenning to sign the easement documents when they are complete.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.

11. Mayor’s Report – Mayor Jeff Clendenning – Mayor Clendenning reported that the paving is complete, and the city had 27 roads paved for approximately $501,000, to be partially paid with $250,000 in grant money and $99,000 from the county commission.

12. Public Comments
a. James Dorroh, a resident on Timber Way, inquired about code changes to allow for keeping small, regulated flocks of hens on a property inside the city limits.  Mayor Clendenning asked him to prepare some suggestions for the council and present them at a later meeting.

13. Adjournment – Mayor Clendenning announced there was no further business before the council and requested a motion to adjourn.  Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Burns, and with all in favor, the meeting was duly adjourned.
