[bookmark: _Hlk97894104][bookmark: _Hlk172812279]The Mayor and City Council for the City of Weaver, Alabama, met for a regular scheduled Council Meeting on Thursday, September 26, 2024, at 5:00 p.m. in the Municipal Courtroom at Weaver City Hall, 500 Anniston Street, Weaver, Alabama.

1. Call to Order – Mayor Jeff Clendenning called the council meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

2. Invocation – Mayor Jeff Clendenning gave the invocation.

3. Pledge of Allegiance – Mayor Jeff Clendenning led the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

4. Roll Call – At the direction of Mayor Jeff Clendenning, City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone, acting as secretary for the council meeting, called the roll.  The following councilmembers were found to be present:  Councilmember Clint Burns, Councilmember Tim McRae, and Mayor Pro Tempore Nick Bowles.  The following were absent:  Councilmember Cathy Hamby and Councilmember Terri Summerlin.  With a quorum present, the meeting was open for the transaction of business.

5. Adoption of Agenda
a. City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting – Thursday, September 26, 2024 – Mayor Clendenning announced that the council had been provided with a copy of the agenda and requested a motion.  Councilmember Burns made a motion, seconded by Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles, to adopt the agenda as presented for the Thursday, September 26, 2024, regular scheduled city council meeting.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.

6. Adoption of Previous Meeting Minutes
a. Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Burns, to dispense with the reading of and adopt the minutes as written for the Tuesday, September 10, 2024, regular scheduled city council meeting.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.
b. [bookmark: _Hlk178265506]City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting Minutes – Tuesday, September 24, 2024 – Mayor Clendenning announced that the council had been provided with a copy of the minutes and requested a motion.  Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Burns, to dispense with the reading of and adopt the minutes as written for the Tuesday, September 24, 2024, regular scheduled city council meeting.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.

7. Department Reports
a. Public Works Department – Director Jonathan Ingram – Director Ingram was absent.
b. Police Department – Chief Wayne Bush – Chief Bush had nothing to report.
c. Fire Department/Code Enforcement – Chief Brian Bunn – Chief Bunn had nothing to report.
d. Administrative Department – City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone – Mrs. Whetstone had nothing to report.

8. Council Reports
a. Councilmember Clint Burns – Councilmember Burns had nothing to report.
b. Councilmember Tim McRae – Councilmember McRae had nothing to report.
c. Councilmember Cathy Hamby – Councilmember Hamby was absent.
d. Mayor Pro Tempore Nick Bowles – Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles had nothing to report.
e. Councilmember Terri Summerlin – Councilmember Summerlin was absent.

9. Old Business
a. Sale of Buckhorn Lake – Mayor Clendenning explained that the city attorney prepared and sent over the documents to let the lake for bid, but the documents need to be customized with dates and times.  He decided to open the bids on Friday, November 1, 2024, to report the bids to the city council on Tuesday, November 12, 2024, and to vote on the bids on Tuesday, December 10, 2024.  He will not include the reserve price in the bid documents but will notify individuals of the amount when they pick up a bid packet.
b. Budget – FY 2025 – Mayor Clendenning presented the completed, balanced budget.  He informed the council that if employees are at the end of the pay scale for their position, then the department head can request a one-time $1,000 pay raise each year at the employee’s anniversary and evaluation, and he will decide administratively whether to award the request.  He asked the wishes of the council on the budget.  Mayor Pro Tempore Bowles made a motion, seconded by Councilmember McRae, to approve and pass the FY 2025 budget as presented.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Ayes-All and Nays-None.  The motion carried.

10. New Business
a. Cameras in the Park – Mayor Clendenning announced that he obtained a quote to provide internet to the park to enable the operation of cameras there.  He explained that the city must still purchase the cameras, DVR, and monitor, and city employees must install all the equipment, but the cost will not exceed approximately $2,500.  He added that this expense will occur in the current fiscal year, but the actual installation will not be complete until the next fiscal year.
b. EMS Services – Mayor Clendenning informed the council that, to not have a lapse in service, he plans to sign a contract with Anniston EMS for the city to pay $1,000 per month for EMS services.

11. Mayor’s Report – Mayor Jeff Clendenning – Mayor Clendenning reported that Habitat for Humanity is hosting a ribbon cutting ceremony at the home they are awarding at 75 Kelly Lane, and everyone is invited.

12. Public Comments – There were no public comments to be heard.

13. Adjournment – Mayor Clendenning announced there was no further business before the council and requested a motion to adjourn.  Councilmember McRae made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Burns, and with all in favor, the meeting was duly adjourned.
