1. Call to Order – Mayor Jeff Clendenning called the council meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

2. Invocation – Mayor Jeff Clendenning gave the invocation.

3. Pledge of Allegiance – Mayor Jeff Clendenning led the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

a. He learned that the services can be funded with opioid settlement monies, so the city will pay Anniston EMS and there will be no interruption of services.
