City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting Minutes
Tuesday, March 24, 2026 | 5:00 p.m.

The Mayor and City Council for the City of Weaver, Alabama, met for a regular scheduled council meeting on Tuesday, March 24, 2026, at 5:00 p.m. in the municipal courtroom at Weaver City Hall, 500 Anniston Street, Weaver, Alabama.

1. Call to Order – Mayor Jeff Clendenning called the council meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

2. Invocation – Mayor Jeff Clendenning gave the invocation.

3. Pledge of Allegiance – Weaver Elementary School Principal Gail Frey introduced and recognized a WES student who led the recitation of the pledge of allegiance.

4. Roll Call – At the direction of Mayor Jeff Clendenning, City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone, acting as secretary for the council meeting, called the roll.  The following council members were found to be present: Mayor Pro Tempore Tim McRae, Councilmember Jeff Hughes, and Councilmember Danielle Presley.  The following were absent: Councilmember Clint Burns and Councilmember Cathy Hamby.  With a quorum present, the meeting was open for the transaction of business.

5. Adoption of the Agenda
