City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting Minutes
Tuesday, May 12, 2026 | 5:00 p.m.

The Mayor and City Council for the City of Weaver, Alabama, met for a regular scheduled council meeting on Tuesday, May 12, 2026, at 5:00 p.m. in the municipal courtroom at Weaver City Hall, 500 Anniston Street, Weaver, Alabama.

1. Call to Order – Mayor Jeff Clendenning called the council meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

2. Invocation – Mayor Jeff Clendenning gave the invocation.

3. Pledge of Allegiance – Mayor Jeff Clendenning led the recitation of the pledge of allegiance.

4. Roll Call – At the direction of Mayor Jeff Clendenning, City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone, acting as secretary for the council meeting, called the roll.  The following council members were found to be present: Councilmember Clint Burns, Mayor Pro Tempore Tim McRae, Councilmember Cathy Hamby, Councilmember Jeff Hughes, and Councilmember Danielle Presley.  The following were absent: None.  With a quorum present, the meeting was open for the transaction of business.

5. Adoption of the Agenda
a. City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting Agenda – Tuesday, May 12, 2026 – Mayor Clendenning announced that the council had been provided with a copy of the agenda and he requested a motion.  Councilmember Presley made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Hughes, to adopt the agenda as presented for the City Council Regular Scheduled Meeting of Tuesday, May 12, 2026.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded: Aye-All and Nay-None.  The motion carried.

6. Adoption of Previous Meeting Minutes
a. Councilmember Burns made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Presley, to dispense with the reading of and adopt the minutes as written for the City Council Regular Scheduled Work Session and Regular Scheduled Meeting of Tuesday, April 28, 2026.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded: Aye-All and Nay-None.  The motion carried.

7. Department Reports
a. Public Works Department – Director Joey Martin – Director Martin had no report.
b. Police Department – Chief Wayne Bush – Chief Bush reported that he provided a written report of police department statistics for April 2026.
c. Fire Department/Code Enforcement – Chief Brian Bunn – Chief Bunn reported the following:
i. Jacksonville Fire Department donated a Hurst Rescue Tool (“the jaws of life”) to the Weaver Volunteer Fire Department.  The only cost to the fire department will be to have the equipment serviced.
ii. He intends to apply for a grant from Firehouse Subs.
d. Administrative Department – City Clerk/Treasurer Chasity Whetstone – Mrs. Whetstone had no report.

8. City Council Reports
a. City Council-Place 1 – Councilmember Clint Burns – Councilmember Burns had no report.
b. City Council-Place 2 – Mayor Pro Tempore Tim McRae – Mayor Pro Tempore McRae had no report.
c. City Council-Place 3 – Councilmember Cathy Hamby – Councilmember Hamby had no report.
d. City Council-Place 4 – Councilmember Jeff Hughes – Councilmember Hughes had no report.
e. City Council-Place 5 – Councilmember Danielle Presley – Councilmember Presley had no report.

9. Old Business – There was no old business on the agenda.

10. New Business
a. Certificate of Deposit Investment with Investar Bank – Acct#7531 – Mayor Clendenning requested that the council authorize him to reinvest the value of the matured CD plus additional funds from the General Fund Savings account to equal a total investment of $350,000.  Mayor Pro Tempore McRae made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Burns, to approve the request of the mayor.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded: Aye-All and Nay-None.  The motion carried.
b. Resolution#2026-03 – Appointing a Director of Public Works for the City of Weaver, Alabama – Mayor Clendenning explained that this will be appointing Joseph L. Martin as Director of Public Works.  He asked the wishes of the council.  Councilmember Burns made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Hughes, to approve and adopt Resolution#2026-03 as presented.  Mayor Clendenning called for a roll call vote.  Upon vote of the motion, the following votes were recorded:  Councilmember Burns-Aye, Mayor Pro Tempore McRae-Aye, Councilmember Hamby-Aye, Councilmember Hughes-Aye, Councilmember Presley-Aye, and Mayor Clendenning-Aye.  The motion carried.
i. Oath of Office – Joseph L. Martin – Administered by City of Weaver Mayor Jeff Clendenning – Mayor Clendenning administered the oath of office to Mr. Martin.

11. Mayor’s Report – Mayor Jeff Clendenning – Mayor Clendenning reported the following:
a. America 250 Alabama – The city received a check for the amount of $2,500.  Following the meeting, the city council will raise a flag in the park for America 250 Alabama.
b. Independence Day Parade – A committee to plan the parade and the activities that will take place in the park afterward will meet at city hall on Tuesday, May 19, 2026, at 5:00 p.m.
c. Park Improvements – The contractor will be pouring concrete and making repairs at the park entrance on Wednesday, May 13, 2026.
d. Sign Improvements – The sign was elevated, and its panels were repaired.
e. Police Grant – He received official notice that the police department will receive a grant in the amount of $300,000 to purchase patrol vehicles.

12. Public Comments – There were no public comments to be heard.

13. Adjournment – Mayor Clendenning announced there was no further business before the council and requested a motion to adjourn.  Councilmember Burns made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Hughes, and with all in favor, the meeting was duly adjourned.
